An Unwavering Funding Partner: The Jewish
Federation of Greater Pittsburgh

The Jewish Federation of
Greater Pittsburgh has played
a vital and transformative role
in supporting the Jewish com-
munity and in turn Congrega-
tion Beth Shalom. It has helped
by strengthening our programs,
enhancing educational opportu-
nities, and ensuring the safety
and vitality of this community.
Through a combination of direct
financial contributions, security
funding, and broader communi-
ty initiatives, the Federation has
made a meaningful and lasting
impact.

From 2024 through 2026, Beth Shalom has re-
ceived significant direct monetary support that has
enriched many areas of congregational life. One
of the most impactful contributions comes through
the Educational Improvement Tax Credit (EITC)
Pre-K Scholarship program, which provides fund-
ing to support early childhood education for families
in need. Additional support through the Federation
Educational Enrichment Fund has strengthened
the JJEP/Unified Religious School, ensuring that
students receive high-quality Jewish education.

Youth engagement has also benefited from Feder-
ation funding, including subsidies that allow teens
to attend USY regional conventions, fostering
leadership and connection among Jewish youth.
Programs such as Shababababa and One Happy
Camper have expanded opportunities for children
and families to engage in Jewish life both locally
and through summer camp experiences.

The Federation has further demonstrated its com-
mitment to education by investing in professional
development for educators. Initiatives such as the
ElevatEd Early Childhood Education Initiative and
various professional development grants ensure
that teachers continue to grow in their practice,
ultimately benefiting the students and families
they serve. Subsidies for events like the Coming
Together Annual Celebration Dinner and mem-
berships such as OpenDor Media’s Unpacked for

Educators further enhance educational resources
available to Beth Shalom.

Cultural programming has also flourished with
Federation support. The Beth Shalom Book Festi-
val, for example, received two generous grants to-
taling $10,000 from Federation-associated funds,
enabling the continuation of a vibrant literary and
cultural tradition within the community.

In addition to programmatic support, the Federa-
tion has prioritized the safety and security of Beth
Shalom. Funding for armed security during high
holiday services and early childhood programs,
training staff and congregants in security protocol
as well as investments in critical response map-
ping, have ensured that congregants can gather
with confidence and peace of mind.

Beyond direct financial assistance, the Federa-
tion provides indirect benefits that strengthen the
broader Jewish community. These include state-
level advocacy, social justice initiatives, educational
programs like Moving Traditions, the Shinshinim
program bringing young Israelis to Pittsburgh as
cultural ambassadors for a volunteer gap year be-
fore their Israel Defense Forces (IDF) service, and
community health planning efforts. Together, these
initiatives create a network of support that extends
far beyond any single institution.

In sum, the Jewish Federation of Greater Pittsburgh
has been an essential partner to Congregation Beth
Shalom. Its investments in education, youth engage-
ment, cultural programming, security, and commu-
nity-building have not only enhanced the congrega-
tion’s offerings but have also reinforced the strength

and resilience of Jewish life in the region.

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MEMBER SPOTLIGHT

Spotlight on Members
Ronna and Dan Askin
An Interview by Debby Firestone

Among the most well known and well liked members
at Beth Shalom are Dan and Ronna Askin. At our
Shul, they have found not just a place of worship, but
a true community. Together, their personal stories
highlight the importance of tradition and individual
choice in shaping Jewish life.

Ronna was raised in Pittsburgh’s East End Jewish
community, where she grew up immersed in syna-
gogue life at Congregation B’nai Israel, like Beth Sha-
lom, a large and vibrant shul housed in an imposing
and beautiful building. Her upbringing was rich with
holiday traditions, cherished family recipes, and a
strong maternal influence, all of which fostered a deep
and lasting Jewish identity.

The closure of B’nai Israel, due to demographic and
financial challenges, was a significant loss to Ronna
and the community. However, it led her family to Con-
gregation Beth Shalom, where Ronna formed new
connections through her children’s involvement and
her own participation.. Beth Shalom became a place
of renewed meaning, as well as the setting for impor-
tant family milestones and ongoing spiritual growth.

When Ronna lost her husband, Richard Harris, she
found that attending daily minyan provided comfort,
structure, and a sense of continuity, reinforcing the
importance of community, which further deepened
Ronna’s connection to Jewish practice and Beth
Shalom.

Ronna’s contributions extend beyond the syna-
gogue. She has demonstrated a lifelong dedication
to leadership and service, including her work with
the Disabled Israeli Veterans program as chair of
School of Advanced Jewish Studies (SAJS) and a
distinguished career in education and public health
research, with a focus on supporting caregivers.
Her core values—family, responsibility, and com-
munity—have been passed on to her children. She
played an important role in creating the successful
merger of Community Day School and the Solomon
Schechter School.

Dan and his late
wife, Donna, were
also active mem-
bers of Beth Sha-
lom, bringing with
them strong roots
from the Baltimore
Jewish community.
Both were raised in
kosher homes and
carried those tradi-
tions into their own
family life. Dan
played a central
role in synagogue
life as a passionate educator, teaching Holo-
caust studies to Beth Shalom’s older students
and at the School of Advanced Jewish Studies
(SAJS). He also chaperoned annual trips to the
Holocaust Museum in Washington, D.C., helping
younger generations engage meaningfully with
Jewish history. At Shabbat services, he was a
welcoming presence at the Library Minyan, fos-
tering a strong sense of belonging.

Following the loss of his wife, Donna, Dan’s con-
nection to Congregation Beth Shalom deepened.
Rabbi Stephen Steindel remarked that attending
daily minyan became a particularly meaningful
experience for Dan. It was during this time that
Ronna and Dan developed a close relationship,
eventually leading to their marriage and a mutual
commitment to Jewish life and education.

Dan’s daughter, Andie, who relocated to Pittsburgh
after several years in Portland, contributed ad-
ditional perspective to this narrative. She recalls
a home grounded in strong traditions, including
weekly Shabbat dinners that provided a steady
sense of connection and identity.

Ronna's and Dan's shared experiences of loss
and resilience have shaped their Jewish journeys.
Through it all, Congregation Beth Shalom has re-
mained a central source of connection, continuity,
and community.
